Background
·Andhra Pradesh is one of the most natural hazard 

prone states in India because of its long coastal line 
and geographical location.

·About 44% of the state is vulnerable to tropical storms 
and related hazards. In addition to cyclones and 
related hazards, monsoon depressions bring heavy to 
very heavy rains causing floods in the inland rivers 
between June to Sept.

·Coastal erosion is also an important problem, because 
of long coastal length about 974km. 



·AP is also exposed to earthquakes, though it lies in 
moderately low risk zone.

·Out of total 13 districts in the state, 9 are coastal 
districts and account for 69% 0f total AP population.

·Recent cyclones Hudhud - 2014, Varadah-2016, 
Thithly -2018 Phony -2019 illustrated need of disaster  
management.



Need for School safety
·School buildings often serve multi purposes in a 

community. In addition to their role as learning 
centres, they may serve as gathering places for 
community events and fundraisers, storage of books 
and technical equipments and public shelters in 
emergencies. 

·When the school building is vulnerable to natural 
hazards, the welfare of entire community is at risk.

·The safety of educational institutions contributes 
directly to the quality of education.

Psycho social impact.

MANAGERS , to have a better know ɀhow on handling 
disasters.



· To give hands on experience to students on  various 
survival skills, which would save many precious lives 
in an emergency.

· To give an insight into the indigenous ways to cope 
up with disasters.

· To promote and propagate scientific and rational 
outlook towards disaster management among 
stakeholders.

· To strengthen the practical linkage between 
national, state and local governance structures for 
overall well being of the community.

Monitoring Mechanism ςDM and 
School safety
·The department DM plan will be reviewed and 

updated annually. Especially the contact list of nodal 
persons and resources will be checked, verified and 
updated at State, District, Mandal and School level.

·Monitoring teams will constitute representatives from 
Education, Health, Panchayat Raj, Power, Women and 
child departments at State, District, Mandal and 
School level.

·Random visits by these departments help in effective 
monitoring.



·Monitoring should be in such a way that no school 
should be left unaudited.

·Display of emergency phone numbers like child line, 
police, fire, health ...

·Safety audit should be cyclic.
